Two Errors in Dealing with The End Times: 
1.  Wild Speculation:  
2.  Shoulder-Shrugging Indifference: 
 
 
Regardless of your view on Revelation, You must: 
 
1.  Remember that it’s ____________ literature. The bible is one book, but 
has many different forms of literature: Poetry, Proverbs, Historical Records, 
Personal Letters, Biographies, Laments, and Apocalyptic Literature. It’s a type 
of genre that uses evocative images, symbolism, and numbers to communi-
cate.  
 
2.  Remember that every generation has had weird views on Revelation 
and thought they were living the book out in real time (i.e. the Pope was 
the Antichrist, Blood Moons, Saddam Hussein is the Anti-Christ, all kinds of 
crazy!). 
 
3.  Understand that the Lamb Wins. There are many views on Revelation. 
But, don’t read it and fail to be led to worship. Jesus Wins! That’s the whole 
point! The Lamb that was slain triumphs over the evil serpent and brings 
about New Creation. The Lamb is on the throne and can’t be stopped. 
That’s the point.
